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Arxx Hook    

Introduction: 
An important part of the complete Arxx job has been anchoring the top course to the course 
below it.  Arxx encourages this practice to eliminate the possibility of form movement 
during concrete placement due to, movement below or people leaning over or on top 
course.  Tape has always been an efficient way to attach the top course of Arxx to the 
course below it, but in inclement weather this can be a problem.  To address this, Arxx has 
developed a wire hook that will do the job in any weather very quickly. 

Arxx Hook 
The new wire tie will bring efficiency to your job by allowing you to: 

9 Attach top course to course below in any weather 

9 Safely attach the top course without leaning over the wall 

9 Connect 2 course high grade beams together 

9 Pre-build and move walls into place when working on uneven ground 

9 Connect forms together vertically over openings 

9 Hold corners together vertically 

9 Most hook locations do not hinder the placement of rebar 

Installation: 
Use hook to connect two courses together. (Refer to detail pages A1, A2, & A3 at the end of 
this technical bulletin for hook locations with different combinations of forms). 

1) When both courses are together, reach inside with the Arxx Hook and connect it 
into one of the two spaces shown in diagram #1 using the end with the smallest 
hook.  

2) Then pull the top of the Arxx Hook over one of the two spaces in diagram 1 
marked ‘B’.   

3) See diagram #2 for location of Arxx Hook (6” Arxx Form Example). (note: if hook is 
located to one side of the form alternate sides as you work horizontally and 
vertically along the wall to achieve uniform tension) 
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Installation Continued: 
Use 2 Arxx Hooks per standard form.  (See Diagram 3).  On the second web in from either end of the top standard.  

Use 3 Arxx Hooks per corner form.  (See Diagram 3 & 4).  On the two webs directly in the corner (A & B) and on the first web on the 32” side of 
the corner form (C). 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

Estimating 
The Arxx Hook will be sold in quantities of 250 per box, which should be enough to complete 2 average residential foundation projects, when 
used to secure the top course as per ‘Good Estimate’. 

Good Estimate  –Arxx Hook for top course only. 

  Total Linear Footage / 2   = Allows for one hook every 2’ 

Better Estimate –Arxx Hook for top course plus all corners from first course to top course. 

  (Total Linear Footage / 2 ) + (Total # of corners X3)  = Allows for one Arxx hook every 2’ plus 3 Arxx hooks per corner form. 

Best Estimate –Arxx Hook for top 2 courses and bottom 2 courses plus all corners from first course to top course. 

(Total Linear Footage) + (Total # of corners X3)  = Allows for one Arxx Hook every 2’ on bottom 2 courses plus one Arxx Hook 
every 2’ on the top 2 courses plus 3 Arxx Hooks per each corner form. 

Full Estimate - Arxx Hook in every course and every corner 

  (Total Standard Forms X 2) + (Total Corner Forms X 3) = Allows for the entire wallsystem to be hooked together
